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PECULIARITIES OF PROJECT ACTIVITY IN THE
EDUCATIONAL PROCESS OF THE NEW UKRAINIAN SCHOOL

Abstract

Introduction. At the present stage of education reform, the issue of the
application of project-based learning technologies in the educational process of
the New Ukrainian School is especially relevant. One of the effective conditions
for achieving the goal of modern education is the use of project activities that
promote the development of a competitive, creative personality, capable to self-
expression, self-realization and self-improvement. Project technologies are
aimed not only at active stimulating the cognitive interest of primary school
students, but also at solving problem situations and using the acquired knowledge
in everyday life.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to determine the features of project
activities in the educational process of the New Ukrainian School and to identify
the stages of work on projects and the features of involving primary school
students in their implementation.

Methods. To address this goal, the following research methods were used:
theoretical, methodological and scientific analysis of psychological and
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pedagogical literature and Internet resources, regulations, study and
generalization of the general secondary education practice.

Results. We determined that the New Ukrainian School aims to form a number
of personal and social competencies in primary school students, and also
identifies a special need to form the cognitive interests of primary school children,
a holistic picture of the world and motivation to learn through project activities.
Emphasis is placed on the use of project methods that contribute to the
implementation of personality-activity and personality-oriented approaches in
the educational process of the New Ukrainian School. The factors of successful
implementation of project activities in the educational process of the New
Ukrainian School are outlined.

Originality. The analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature showed
that project activities today are one of the most common activities of primary
school children and are considered as an alternative substitute for classroom
teaching system, as well as increases the motivation to learn primary school
children. Taking into account the analysis of literature sources, we have identified
a classification of projects. In our opinion, the implementation of the above
should have a balanced and clear impact on the performance of all participants
in the educational process of the New Ukrainian School.

Conclusion. The introduction of project activities in the educational process
of the New Ukrainian School will contribute to the formation in primary school
students a number of personal and social competencies, the development of
cognitive interests, building a holistic picture of the world and motivation to learn.
