In 2021 the actual problem in modern philology is online language
learning. As soon as external factors made our way of life more isolated in a
social way and more independent in using online communication and technical
progress, we forcedly switched to online studying, among which is learning
languages. This gave us the opportunity to research online language learning
and find its effectiveness comparing to traditional face-to-face learning.

I have found some research of online language learning in different
countries to make a comparison of the results. In my research | have used Thai,
UK and Russian articles about online language learning in different
universities.

The main aim of this research is to find the best method of learning foreign
languages by comparing traditional face-to-face learning with the modern
online way of studying in universities.
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So, | have compared the results of different researches in which different
groups of students answered questions in a questionnaire about their study
results in online and face-to-face language learning.

On the one hand, online learning presumes the need of special equipment,
though nowadays almost everyone has the minimum of it. Thereby, much more
interactive materials are used to make the learning process more interesting for
students. Listening exercises are very helpful in learning pronunciation. As
students admitted, it can be very difficult to find a good teacher, so such kind
of activity is a very useful part of online learning.

Online learning gives the opportunity to have all necessary books and
materials on a virtual learning environments where study takes place. It is
extremely helpful when you can return to difficult topics such as grammar.
Online learning environments help to get access to the necessary information
at any time. That also gives students a more flexible schedule and allows them
to follow individual temps of study. Interviewed students in Russia admitted
that online study is popular because of more comfortable working conditions.

That leads us to the motivation problem. Despite the problems with
motivation in study researches showed that in 52% motivation didn’t change
and in 41% it even grew up.

86 % of interviewed Russian students support the idea of online language
learning.

Though there is a problem of communication, the physical and often
temporal distance in online environments has implications on learners’ shared
understanding and successful communication. In face-to-face study gestures,
smiles, eye contact as well as other para-or extra —linguistic features are usually
used. All of these are creating common understanding between students and
teachers.

It can be difficult to transfer non-verbal signs in online communication, and
UK students admitted it.

Also online lessons do not always give the opportunity to correct all
mistakes on time.

There is also a problem in communication inside the group, for example
while working in pairs. It is quite difficult to do it online during the lesson.
And it has a great impact on communication between students. This is the
problem because communication is one of the main aims of language learning.

In my opinion, despite online language learning can be very useful and
effective, the traditional way, which is face-to-face, is also needed because
communication is a big part of learning any language. In my opinion, the best
way is to combine these methods of study to make learning the most effective.
For example, to divide lessons into online parts where grammar, listening
exercises and tests are take place, and to offline face-to-face part where
communication skills can be improved.
